$50.00 late fee. No exceptions.

Late fee: Paper renewals postmarked after December 31, 2011, must include the mandated $50.00 late fee. No
exceptions.

- CE Audit: If you are chosen in the random CE audit, you will receive a letter from the Board requesting
copies of your certificates of attendance.

- Board-approved supervisors: The required 30 CE hours must include 3 CE hours pertaining to MFT
supervision.
