      I.  A therapist must terminate a client relatio nship when 1858  

it is reasonably clear that the treatment no longer serves the 1859  

client's needs or interests.

      J.  A therapist must not provide services to a client when 1861  

the therapist's objectivity or effectiveness is impaired.

Whenever a therapist's objec tivity or effectiveness becomes 1863
